SUBJECT: Agenda Item #6.d:  Urban and Agricultural Water Use Efficiency Grants 
 
The California Department of Water Resources (DWR) has released its Draft Proposal 
Solicitation Package (PSP) for the 2008 Water Use Efficiency Program. This grant program 
implements Chapter 7(g) of Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal 
and Beach Protection Act of 2002. Originally a $35.3 million program, the 2008 funding may 
receive an additional $3 million from the U.S. Bureau of Reclamation for a total grant fund of 
$38.3 million.  
 
The Draft PSP is available online at: http://www.owue.water.ca.gov/finance/index.cfm.  
 
The process is conducted in two steps, with concept proposals due April 29, 2008, and full 
proposals due July 22, 2008. 
 
AB 1420 (Laird) enacted in 2007 establishes new requirements for grant eligibility. In general, to 
receive a grant an urban water supplier must be implementing certain water conservation 
measures. Details are in the PSP. 
 
Cities, counties, joint power authorities, public water districts, tribes, non-profit organizations 
(including watershed management groups), other political subdivisions of the State, regulated 
investor-owned utilities, incorporated mutual water companies, universities and colleges, and 
State and federal agencies are eligible applicants. 
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
